* Full time students must produce photographic identification which includes a valid expiry 
date, at the turnstile. Juniors must produce their Season Ticket or All Red Membership NFC 
pass at the turnstile. 
Juniors under the age of 16 must be accompanied by an adult aged 18 or over. 
Ticket prices will be checked at the turnstile to ensure that the relevant price type was 
selected when making your booking.   
 
There are a number of restricted views and severely restricted views within the allocation. 
These tickets are discounted by £1/£2.  
Junior priced tickets are not applicable for this discount. 
 
Supporters in possession of concessionary tickets will be asked for ID at the 
turnstiles with entry refused, if the relevant ID is not provided.  
 
NFC Access 
Supporters will be required to download a one-off NFC pass to their smartphone to gain 
access to the Vitality Stadium. Supporters will be emailed their NFC pass ahead of the 
game. Dates of when your NFC Pass will be emailed to you will be published on our Ticket 
Fulfilment page.  
 
Season Ticket and Membership NFC Passes WILL NOT be activated for stadium entry for 
this game.

Car Parking   
Accessible parking is provided to the South of the stadium; spaces are allocated on a first  
come first served basis. please contact the Disability Ticketing Team on 0151 264 2500, 
option 1. Please note that this is a council operated car park and unless a 
blue badge holder has a disabled tax-exempt vehicle permit, purchased from BCP council, 
they must pay for car parking even with a valid blue badge certificate.

Stadium Notes 
Bournemouth recommend that supporters who require ambulant disabled seating purchase 
tickets on row B, and supporters who have difficulty with stairs purchase tickets as close as 
possible to the aisle, seats 168, 171, 198, 202, 229 and 233.  
 
8 wheelchairs are situated on an elevated platform. The lift to the elevated platform will hold 
a weight of 200kg. Given the weight restriction and size of the lift, Bournemouth recommend 
issuing these tickets to wheelchair users with a manual chair. Powered wheelchairs/mobility 
scooters are not permitted on the elevated platform due to weight restrictions (200kg) on 
the lift.
